It is with pleasure that | present the March 2017 Monthly Report — the 73rd report to the Board of the Queensland
Reconstruction Authority (QRA).

QRA was established under the Queensland Reconstruction Authority Act 2011 (the Act) following the unprecedented natural
disasters that struck Queensland over the summer months of 2010-11. The role of QRA has since been extended a number of
times to cover historical and continuing disaster events in Queensland. Since June 2015, QRA’s operations have been
permanent, enabling it to continue the work of helping Queensland communities effectively and efficiently recover from the
impacts of natural disasters.

QRA is charged with managing and coordinating the Government’s program of infrastructure renewal and recovery within
disaster-affected communities, with a focus on working with our state and local government partners to deliver best practice
expenditure of public reconstruction funds. QRA is now also the state’s lead agency responsible for disaster recovery,
resilience and mitigation policy. In this role, QRA is working collaboratively with other agencies and key stakeholders to
improve risk reduction and disaster preparedness.

The March report provides a snapshot of progress in the state’s recovery and reconstruction from the disaster events of recent
years and an update on progress in in recovery, resilience and mitigation activities.

Of the estimated $702 million program of reconstruction works for 21 events from the 2015, 2016 and 2017 disaster periods
that are in the delivery phase, $640 million has been approved by QRA and additional submissions worth $79 million are being
assessed by QRA or awaiting additional information. QRA is working with delivery agents to progress their preparation of
submissions for the remaining program. $384 million (55%) of works in relation to the delivery program has been reported to
QRA at 31 January 2017 as in progress or delivered.

QRA is also managing the close out of an estimated $868 million works from the 2013 to 2017 disaster periods that will be
acquitted in claims to the Commonwealth over the next four financial years. QRA has finalised the eligibility assessments of
2014 event and other works completed to 30 June 2016 for acquittal in the next disaster funding claim due to the
Commonwealth by 31 March 2017.

The March report highlights completion of Betterment funded works to Emerys Bridge Road and Netherby Road in the Fraser
Coast Regional Council. These two essential roads ensure rural properties relying on them are able to access local townships,
services and essential supplies. This month’s report also profiles the completion of Betterment works in Central Highlands
Regional Council on Herbert Creek Bridge on Boolburra-Edungalba Road and the Dawson River Crossing on Aroona Road, giving
reassurance to residents and primary producers in the area these essential rural access routes will now stand-up against future
flood events. The March report also profiles the continuing works to replace the Burnett River Bridge by the Queensland
Government Department of Transport and Main Roads after the bridge was washed away following Tropical Cyclone Marcia in
2015. Additional State funding has been provided to improve the bridge’s resilience to flood and to improve the visibility for
motorists on the approaches.

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Introduction
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1.0 Introduction

1.1 Purpose

The Queensland Reconstruction Authority (QRA) was established on 21 February 2011 under the Queensland Reconstruction Authority
Act 2011 (the Act) following the extensive series of natural disasters that impacted Queensland over the summer of 2010-11.

QRA’s mission is to reconnect, rebuild and improve Queensland communities and its economy.

QRA is charged with managing and coordinating the Government’s program of infrastructure renewal and recovery within disaster-
affected communities, with a focus on working with our state and local government partners to deliver best practice expenditure of
public reconstruction funds.

QRA is also the state’s lead agency responsible for disaster recovery, resilience and mitigation policy. In this role QRA is working
collaboratively with other agencies and key stakeholders to improve risk reduction and disaster preparedness.

Initially established for a two-year period, QRA was extended a number of times as its role expanded to cover historical and continuing
disaster events. In June 2015, QRA was made permanent, enabling it to continue the critical work of helping Queensland communities
effectively and efficiently recover from the impacts of natural disasters.

As part of its role, QRA administers the rebuilding program for Natural Disaster Relief and Recovery Arrangements (NDRRA) activated
disaster events and is responsible for the acquittal of NDRRA funding including Counter Disaster Operations, Emergent Works,
Restoration of Essential Public Assets, Category C and Category D assistance to State Departments and Agencies (SDA) and Local
Government Authorities (LGA). Since its establishment in February 2011, QRA has managed and coordinated the infrastructure
reconstruction and recovery for 64 disaster events activated for NDRRA relief measures.

1.2 Timing
The Commonwealth NDRRA Determination imposes time limits for the delivery and acquittal of works.

The Determination provides for a time limit of two financial years after a disaster to deliver reconstruction works and a further nine
months after the end of the financial year in which the works were completed in order to acquit the works. NDRRA funding is formally
acquitted through the annual submission of a financial statement to the Commonwealth comprising claims for financial assistance in
respect of state NDRRA expenditure incurred on eligible disasters in the preceding financial year (Commonwealth Claim). Lodgement
of Commonwealth Claims is required to secure reimbursement of the Commonwealth’s share of eligible expenditure.

As QRA is managing a series of events that occurred across a number of financial years, QRA’s program is spread across various stages
in the delivery and acquittal phases as follows:

Works for 30 disaster events activated for the 2014, 2015, 2016 and 2017 event periods are currently in the delivery and acquittal
phases. With the deadline now passed for completion of 2014 events works, QRA has finalised the close out of these and other event
works completed by 30 June 2016 for acquittal in the next claim due to the Commonwealth in early 2017. QRA is also working with
delivery agents to progress delivery of the 2015 and 2016 event programs and provide advice and assistance with damage assessments
and submission preparation for the more recent 2017 events.

QRA is also continuing to participate in consultations with the Commonwealth and other jurisdictions in relation to potential natural
disaster funding reforms. The Commonwealth is investigating a model to provide natural disaster recovery funding to states and
territories based on upfront damage assessments and estimated reconstruction costs.

On 9 January 2017, the Commonwealth reimbursed approximately $1 billion payable to Queensland since the 2014-15 NDRRA Claim was
submitted in March 2016. This payment follows finalisation of the Commonwealth’s assurance review over Queensland’s seven claims
for NDRRA assistance dating back to 2008-09 that it had not previously acquitted. QRA is currently finalising the next claim to the
Commonwealth for works completed to 30 June 2016.

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2.0 Disaster Assistance

2.1 Queensland Disaster Assistance Framework

The available Queensland Disaster Assistance schemes are separated between NDRRA (jointly funded by the Commonwealth and State
governments) and non-NDRRA funding schemes. The diagram below indicates the different elements of assistance available and how

each element operates.

Figure 2.1.1 Queensland Disaster Assistance Framework
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Elements of the assistance schemes are delivered by State agencies, however all NDRRA assistance sources (and elements of the non-
NDRRA assistance schemes) are administered by QRA for historical and continuing disaster events in Queensland.

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2.2 Events and relief measures managed by QRA

QRA has responsibility to administer NDRRA relief measures for historical and
continuing disaster events in Queensland.

Since its establishment in February 2011, QRA has managed and coordinated the
infrastructure reconstruction and recovery for 63 disaster events activated for
NDRRA relief measures. Of these, 34 events are complete, having been delivered,
closed out and acquitted to the Commonwealth in audited claims.

Works for 21 events from the 2015 to 2017 event periods are currently in the
delivery phase® and completed works from a further 9 events from the 2014 event
period are also in the acquittal phase’.

The figures opposite show the LGAs activated for relief measures under NDRRA for
the 2011 to 2017 event periods managed by QRA’.

3.0 Program Status
3.1 NDRRA program status

QRA is currently focused on the preparation and audit of the 2015-16 Commonwealth Claim, which is due to the Commonwealth by
31 March 2017. QRA is also assisting with the damage assessments from the three recent 2017 events and progression of the

program of works from the 2015 and 2016 events through delivery.

The value of the total NDRRA program of works managed by QRA since its establishment is estimated to be $13.3 billion. Of this,

$12.3 billion of works from the 2009-10, 2011, 2012 and 2013 events have been finalised (delivered and acquitted) with the
remaining works for the 2014, 2015, 2016 and 2017 event years in the active delivery and/or acquittal phases.

Active program

QRA is managing the assessment of submissions and delivery of works with an estimated value of $702 million for the 2015, 2016
and 2017 Events (Delivery Program) and an Acquittal Program worth $868 million, comprising the remaining works from the 2013 to

2017 Events that are yet to be acquitted in claims to the Commonwealth.

Delivery Program status Delivery Program (2015 to 2017 Events) progress

Since the last report, QRA’s Delivery Program has progressed as follows:

e A cumulative value of $920 million in submissions have been received, an
increase of $28 million since last month

e A cumulative total of $640 million has been approved, an increase of $9
million since last month. Additional submissions worth $79 million are
with QRA and under investigation or awaiting additional information

e A cumulative value of $384 million (55 percent) of the Delivery Program
has been reported to QRA at 31 January 2017 as in progress or delivered.

The graph below shows the monthly reported expenditure and forecast

monthly costs to completion at 31 January 2017 on a combined basis for the

2015 and 2016 Events.

The 2015 and 2016 Event works are due for completion by 30 June 2017 and

30 June 2018 respectively. The 2017 Events will have until 30 June 2019 to

complete reconstruction works.
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3.1 NDRRA program status (cont.)

Acquittal Program status

The next Commonwealth Claim is due to be submitted to the Commonwealth by 31 March 2017. Having closed-out all submissions
due for inclusion in the claim, QRA is currently managing the audit review of the claim. The 2015-16 Commonwealth Claim includes
final works from the 2014 events and components of 2015 and 2016 works completed by 30 June 2016.

The 2014-15 Commonwealth Claim was submitted to the Commonwealth on 24 March 2016. The claim acquitted $1.6 billion of
works completed in the year ended 30 June 2015. However, through the Federal Budget in May 2016, the Commonwealth indicat-
ed that it would defer payment of the funding due on the claim until it had undertaken assurance activities over it and the previous
six annual claims dating back to 2008-09 that it had not previously acquitted.

QRA actively engaged with the Commonwealth to progress the review and, during November 2016, received notification that the
Commonwealth had completed its review of the seven claims with no significant adjustment to claimed expenditure.

The following graph shows the historical and projected acquittal profile for Queensland as per Commonwealth Claims submitted for
the 2001-02 to 2014-15 financial years and Commonwealth Claims preliminarily expected to be submitted for 2015-16 to 2017-18 in
order to finalise acquittal of the $868 million remaining in the Acquittal Program.

Fraser Coast Regional Council
Fraser Coast completes betterment works to increase resilience

Fraser Coast Regional Council has completed vital infrastructure upgrades on two
essential roads, helping regional communities stay connected to critical services
during and after heavy rainfall and flooding.

The works to Emerys Bridge Road and Netherby Road were funded through the
$20 million Queensland Betterment Fund, established in 2015 in response to Se-
vere Tropical Cyclone Marcia under Category D of the NDRRA.

The roads service a large agricultural and pastoral area in the Gundiah region
south of Maryborough, with rural properties relying on them to access local
townships, services and essential supplies. The roads are also used by a significant
number of commercial vehicles to transport livestock and produce to market.

Both Emerys Bridge Road and Netherby Road have a history of flood damage,
with access repeatedly cut for residents and primary producers until waters re-
cede, often restricting full access for months after an event. In February 2015,
Severe Tropical Cyclone Marcia saw a high volume of water flood the region,
causing creeks to break their banks and the regional road network to be inundat-
ed.

High-velocity floodwaters stripped the pavement from the Gutchy Creek Crossing
on Emerys Bridge Road and caused extensive scouring to the embankment.
Netherby Road suffered similar damage from an overflow channel adjacent to the
road. This damage caused both roads to be closed for two days until Fraser Coast
Regional Council was able to undertake emergency repairs.

Council commenced upgrade works in November 2016 on both roads to increase
their resilience to future natural disasters. The Emerys Bridge Road project saw
Council construct a seven-metre-wide reinforced concrete floodway with rein-
forced concrete batters and increased rock protection that replaced the old, dam-
aged and narrow bitumen floodway.

Netherby Road works included constructing a new eight-metre-wide reinforced
concrete floodway with reinforced concrete batters to increase the road’s protec-
tion from future natural disasters. Fraser Coast Regional Council Mayor Chris Loft
said the upgrades were a boost for the community that relied on the roads to
transport their stock and produce to market and to receive supplies.

“Betterment funding has given us the opportunity to build stronger, more resili-
ent floodways, ensuring the surrounding communities stay connected to critical
services following flooding events,” Councillor Loft said.

“Council would like to thank the community for their patience while works were
carried out. Council would also like to thank the Australian and Queensland Gov-
ernments for providing this betterment funding to enable us to build these assets
back better and stronger and allowing the community to get back to normal soon
after flooding events,” he said.

Initially approved for more than $1.8 million in NDRRA funding for the two pro-
jects, including more than $1.5 million from the joint Australian-Queensland Gov-
ernments’ $20 million Betterment Fund, Council advised savings achieved during
delivery meant the final estimated cost for the two projects was approximately
$670,000, including approximately $625,000 provided from the Betterment Fund.

The projects were completed in January 2017.

Central Highlands Regional Council

Central Highlands Betterment projects complete

Central Highlands Regional Council has completed betterment works on Herbert Creek
Bridge on Boolburra-Edungalba Road and the Dawson River Crossing on Aroona Road.

The completion of $2.4 million in upgrades to the two roads provides reassurance to
the community of residents and primary producers who live in and around the districts
of Boolburra and Duaringa that these essential rural access routes will now stand-up
against future flood events.

The two projects were approved for funding through the $80 million 2013 Queensland
Betterment Fund, which was established in response to Tropical Cyclone Oswald under
Category D of the jointly-funded Commonwealth and State NDRRA. The flooded Aroo

Persistent ongoing heavy rainfall and flooding throughout 2014 and 2015 restricted
access to the sites and Council was unable to complete the Boolburra-Edungalba Road
and Aroona Road projects by the Commonwealth Government’s allowable time limit of
30 June 2015. Further flooding in 2016 also prevented progress at the sites.

Due to Council’s extenuating circumstances, QRA secured an extension of time from
Emergency Management Australia until 31 December 2016 to complete the projects
and help make the region stronger and more disaster resilient.

Works on Herbert Creek Bridge on Boolburra-Edungalba Road in-
cluded removing the old timber bridge and replacing it with a new
concrete bridge, as well as re-establishing the road’s original align-
ment.

The Aroona Road project at the Dawson River Crossing saw the old
unsealed crossing replaced with a new concrete floodway with
reinforced concrete box culverts with rock protection added to the
approaches to increase protection from scouring.

Central Highlands Regional Council Mayor Cr Kerry Hayes said the
upgrades were a boost for the community that relied on safe ac-
cess to these roads during times of flooding.

By upgrading these roads we will help keep the community road
network moving during floods,” Cr Hayes said.

. “Given that both sites have a history of repeated failure in flooding
events, the funding is of great value because the sites are built to a
better standard to make them resilient to future damage and
therefore we not only avoid the cost of future rectification works,
but also the inconvenience to the people that use the roads.

“We would like to thank the Australian and Queensland govern-
ments for providing this betterment funding,” he said.

In total, Central Highlands Regional Council delivered 13 other pro-
jects under the 2013 Betterment Program with total combined
costs of approximately $5.9 million, with $1.1 million in Category B
restoration funding, $4.1 million under Category D Betterment and
$700,000 contributed by Council.

Works progress on Burnett River Bridge replacement

Works to replace the Burnett River Bridge are continuing,
with construction of the bridge sub-structures completed in
January.

The bridge, previously located on Monto—Mount Perry
Road about 6km southeast of the Burnett Highway, was
washed away by floodwaters associated with Severe Tropi-
cal Cyclone Marcia in February 2015.

The township of Monto is situated about 40km to the north
and Eidsvold about 45km to the south.

Eligible works will be funded under the NDRRA with addi-
tional complementary state funding allocated to ensure
value for the community by improving flood immunity.

To improve safety for motorists, the road and new bridge
have also been realigned to reduce the curvature of the
bridge approaches and improve visibility for motorists.

Construction activities at the project site commenced in
September 2016. A temporary river crossing was construct-
ed to maintain access across the Burnett River until the
bridge is opened to traffic.

A temporary platform was also installed across the Burnett
River to provide a flat, stable surface from which construc-
tion machinery can operate.

Following construction of the bridge sub-structures, the
precast concrete deck units are scheduled to be installed in
February, after which the bridge will start to take form.
Works are continuing on the road approaches.

Once works are completed, the temporary construction
platform and temporary river crossing will be removed. The
Burnett River Bridge replacement is scheduled for comple-
tion in the first half of 2017, within the NDRRA funding
timeframe.

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4.0 Communications

QRA is focused on building stakeholder confidence in the reconstruction by ensuring consistent and regular communication of public
information.

4.1 Communicating progress
Media analysis

Also making news was the
activation of the NDRRA for Cassowary Coast as a result of flooding in January, with media mentions in the Innisfail Advocate and on
ABC Far North radio.

Engagement Activities

On 1 February 2017, Premier Annastacia Palaszczuk and Deputy Premier Jackie Trad visited Yeppoon in Livingstone Shire and
inspected works to Council’s Betterment project for the Scenic Highway at Statue Bay.

From 6 to 9 February 2017 Chief Executive Officer Mr Brendan Moon and Director-General of the Department of Infrastructure,
Local Government and Planning Mr Frankie Carroll visited Mount Isa, Cloncurry, McKinlay , Richmond, Flinders and Charters Towers
council areas, discussing each councils’ current NDRRA programs, funding reform, the Flood Warning Gauge Network review and
options for increasing the resilience of their communities.

On 20 February 2017, Mr Moon visited Warwick in the Southern Downs to attend a QRA workshop on Queensland Disaster Relief
and Recovery Arrangements, which was also attended by representatives of Southern Downs , Western Downs and Goondiwindi
councils. On 24 February 2017, Mr Moon attended the Chief Executive Officers of Western Shires (COWS) conference to provide an
update on priorities including plant and equipment, day labour, natural disaster funding reform and the Flood Warning Gauge
Network review. Attendees at the conference were the CEOs of Barcaldine, Barcoo, Blackall-Tambo Boulia, Diamantine, Longreach,
Murweh and Winton council areas.

Communications

We keep our stakeholders and the community informed and ensure access to the latest information regarding the reconstruction
effort through QRA’s website, phone hotline and management of correspondence.

Our website is regularly updated, including information about progress on Betterment projects and current recovery efforts. There
has been a large number of visits to the website since it was launched on 18 February 2011. At 28 February 2017, total website visits
amounted to 513,802. (See Figure 5.1.1) In February, QRA received an additional 19 calls to our dedicated hotline and managed 130
pieces of written correspondence (See Figure 5.1.2)
